KANSAS ARTS COMMISSION CONDUCTS SURVEY ON 
PUBLIC PERSPECTIVES OF ARTS IN EDUCATION IN STATE

TOPEKA, KS – The Kansas Arts Commission is conducting a statewide opinion survey on arts education to learn how the state arts agency can better serve Kansas schools and children through the arts. The public is invited to participate and take the survey online at http://arts.ks.gov/survey.shtml.
