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KANSAS ARTS COMMISSION ANNOUNCES 
FISCAL YEAR 2011 GRANT OPPORTUNITIES 


Topeka, Kan. – The Kansas Arts Commission announces its fiscal year 2011 grant opportunities to support arts and cultural programs throughout the state. Funding is available for arts and culture nonprofit organizations and government agencies, such as schools and libraries, and university programs for the public.

The goals of these programs are to help communities build their capacity to implement arts activities, employ artists in all areas of cultural endeavors and reach ever-expanding audiences in effective, responsive ways. 

In fiscal year 2010, the KAC awarded more than $1.7 million to qualified applicants. Funding for these programs is from the state of Kansas and the National Endowment for the Arts.

FY 2011 grant opportunities include:

· American Masterpieces Kansas
Supports public arts and cultural events relating to the Kansas 150 commemoration and featuring works by living or deceased recognized Kansas artists. 

· Arts-in-Communities Project Mini-Grant Program 
Encourages non-arts organizations and emerging nonprofit arts organizations and governmental agencies to develop new and expand existing arts activities.
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· Arts-in-Education Grant Programs
Supports innovative, structured arts-learning experiences for Kansas children from birth through the 12th grade. 

· Kansas Arts on Tour Presenters Program
Provides opportunities to enjoy live experiences with Kansas Arts on Tour Roster artists in communities. Concerts, theatrical performances, readings, recitals, master classes, visual art workshops and artist exhibitions.
· Operational Support for Arts and Cultural Organizations
Provides financial assistance to arts and cultural organizations or governmental arts and cultural entities with at least a three-year history of incorporation or operation as an independent entity.

· Partnership Agreements
Supports in conducting research or offering statewide artistic programs or professional development, training and consulting opportunities for artists, arts and cultural managers, staff and volunteers
