TOPEKA, KS – The Kansas Arts Commission and the Kansas Humanities Council are honoring October as National Arts and Humanities Month. The month-long celebration recognizes the importance of arts and culture in our daily lives, and is a nationwide celebration of culture in America, coordinated by Americans for the Arts since 1993. 
“In Kansas, the arts and humanities enrich our lives and communities, improve our economy, drive tourism and have a direct influence on childhood development,” said Llewellyn Crain, executive director of the Kansas Arts Commission. “It is important for us as Kansans to celebrate the value of the arts and humanities, as we would not be the great state we are without them.” 
"The Kansas Arts Commission and the Kansas Humanities Council provide enriching cultural opportunities for communities across Kansas," said Warren Hixson, Chair of the Kansas Humanities Council. "Together, our organizations engage Kansans through special speakers, book and film discussion, and arts events in their own hometowns."

Results from a study of nationwide arts participation by the National Endowment for the Arts, show that Kansas is a national leader in personal. According to a separate study by Americans for the Arts on the economic impact of the arts in Kansas, the nonprofit arts industry strengthens the Kansas economy by generating $153.5 million in economic

In addition, Kansans annually support more than 500 humanities programs that boost attendance at community cultural and arts organizations, financially support local businesses and strengthen Kansas communities of all sizes.

· Visit local school board members or present at board meetings to talk about the vital roles of the arts and humanities in education.
